Mattresses, metal items and fridges are recycled if they are
separated from the general waste on the verge. All of the other
general waste will be landfilled. If an item you have placed out is too
good to be wasted, consider donating it to charity.

Non-conforming waste

Residents can take their non-conforming waste to the Millar Road
Landfill Facility, open seven days from 7.30am - 4pm (closed
Christmas Day and Good Friday). Fees payable by tip pass, cash or
EFTPOS. Metals and recyclable items can be dropped off for free.
