Direct debit membership

per year).
• If a child is added to the current family – no start-up fee applies.

Payment must be made prior to commencing learn to swim lessons.  Training costs include entry 
for one adult and one child.  

Assessment 
Students are assessed against the Royal Lifesaving swim and survive program 
guidelines.  Certificates are awarded to those students who have completed the requirements of 
their present stage and they are moved up a class.  

Important information 
• Students can only train on nominated days and cannot change days without it being cleared

by Swim School team leader prior to training.
• Should the student be sick on nominated training day upon presentation of a medical

certificate an extra day/s will be added or suspension will be added onto direct debit.
• When enrolling please include a copy of last swimming certificate your child attained.
• The centre accepts KidSport vouchers.
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
