P5 — City Park Sub-Precinct

The City Park area will gradually transform into a
high-quality residential neighbourhood with a mix of 2N
grouped dwellings and small apartment buildings. >
Development will respond to the existing suburban

character in the north, while allowing more density -
close to parks, the City Centre, and the transit route M D
in the south. Streets will remain green, safe and o
welcoming, with strong connections to open spaces.

Our Goals ‘

e Guide new housing that reflects best-practice
infill development principles.

o Support development that fits the existing
suburban character, especially in the northern area.

¢ Increase density near City Park and connected green links and along the public transport route.

e Encourage lot amalgamation next to the green link to improve surveillance and safety.

¢ Avoid battle-axe subdivision to maintain good streetscape design.

e Protect mature trees and support high-quality landscaping and deep soil areas.

Development Notes

e Mix of R40-R80 grouped and apartment housing which is typically 2-4 storeys.

e Garages must be placed behind the main building line.

o No parking allowed in the front setback area (except visitor bays).

e Development overlooking green links should provide passive surveillance.

e Lots 359, 9001 McNicholl St, 9 Market St and 10 Louise St require environmental and/or asbestos
management plans before development or subdivision.

e Public art is required for developments with 10 or more dwellings.
